Knowing progress is possible
All children need to believe that their
effort is worthwhile; that they can
improve. Learning needs to be seen as the
positive progress of every individual. All children
can work towards higher goals and need to
perceive themselves as capable across
the whele range of human
abilities.

Being part of the
decision-making
Although teachers need to guide
the overall progress of children's
learning, learners also need to be involved
in negotiating what they learn and how they
learn. They need to be involved in the decision-
making; they need to feel a sense of ownership of
the task, and to understand the
purpose of it. All learners
need the stimulus of
challenge and the
satisfaction of
meeting the
challenge.
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All learners need to see meaningful

the purpose of the many
tasks they are required to do:
they need to see how the jigsaw fits
together and where each task is leading.
Everyone makes sense of the world by
making links and joining up 'bits' of
learning to make a whole picture.

Discussing ideas,
listening to others,
expressing one's own ideas
— all these activities help to
develop self-esteem and a sense of being a

significant member of the group. All children
need to learn to be confident, responsible
and independent, but they also need
to be aware of their interdepend-
ence within a community
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
